Step 1

Step 2 (Program registration)

If clubs wish to provide financial support, you could reimburse the participants or register on their behalf.

Step 3 (Conducting the theory component)

View the presentation and at the conclusion complete the ‘applying your learning’ section and run through the quiz.

Step 4 (Practical Component)

A Practical Competency Checklist will be provided. To complete the practical component participants need to be practically evaluated by a coach/umpire who has an accreditation one level above the accreditation the participants are undertaking. The checklist needs to be taken along to their practical evaluation; completed, signed and your Coaching Director or Umpires convenor will forward to the State Coordinator.
